CAH craft sales often are the sole income source for artisans and their
families.

CAH markets and exports crafts made by Haitian artisans, cooperatives and
craft groups, who depend on CAH to find a fair price for their handicrafts.
CAH provides marketing and promotional expertise, training in literacy and
business skills for artisans, and financial assistance in case of health
